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IACP policy, as well as multiple state

pharmacy practice acts, specifically states

that compounders should not reproduce
commercially available products. To do so
would be an infringement on KV

Phar maceut i calfapesgizet e nt
determines that it is in the best interest of a
patient to receive a different dose or finished
product with different excipients or

components than a commercially available
product and there is sufficient clinical
justification to do so, then a compounding
pharmacist should use his/her professional
judgment to compound that preparation just

as he/she would any other. In other words,
compounders do not duplicate commercially
available products but they do customize
medications for specific patient needs.

Keep these three points in mind:

9 Continue to compound
hydroxyprogesterone caproate for injection

when itods
appropriate.

ﬂ Once Makena is commercially available,
follow your standard SOPs for

communicating and talking with prescribers

and patients about its availability. IACP will
keep in contact with KV Pharmaceuticals to
determine when the product is available and
alert you to that.

patient needs that cannot be fulfilled with
commercially available products.
